Funding 
 for ENRICH services

Simply give us a call and we can talk about 
the options. We work closely with Colorado’s 
Early Childhood Connections Program and 
your child’s primary health care provider.  
The ENRICH team and your service 
coordinator will help you explore funding 
options for the ENRICH services that are a 
part of your Individualized Family Service 
Plan (IFSP). These funding options may 
include such sources as private insurance, 
public insurance (such as Medicaid), or 
Community Centered Boards. If ENRICH 
is providing services independent of your 
child’s IFSP, the ENRICH team can help you 
explore options for funding.

What is 
 ENRICH?

ENRICH is an early intervention team that 
provides supports and services to families 
who have children up to three years of age 
with developmental delays. ENRICH has 
been supporting young children’s learning 
and development in Colorado since 1994.

Children with developmental delays 
sometimes need extra support to fully 
enjoy, participate, and learn in everyday 
routines and activities such as playing, 
communicating with others, moving around, 
eating, sleeping, and bathing. ENRICH works 
with you to support your child's learning and 
development in the every day places where 
you spend time — in your home, childcare 
program, and other places in the community. 
 

Getting 
 started with ENRICH

The first step is to contact Colorado’s Early 
Childhood Connections Program (ECC). ECC 
provides assessment for children birth to 
three years of age at no cost to their families. 
ECC also assures eligible children and their 
families access to early intervention supports 
and services. If you have not yet been in 
touch with your local ECC program, ENRICH 
can assist you in contacting them. 

If your child is eligible for early intervention 
services, a service coordinator will work with 
you and others to develop an Individualized 
Family Service Plan (IFSP). Your IFSP is based 
on your priorities for your child’s learning and 
development and will identify supports and 
services to help you achieve your goals for 
your child. The ENRICH team provides these 
kinds of supports and services.

How ENRICH 
 works with your family

To begin, an ENRICH team member will visit 
your home or other location you might prefer 
to get to know you and your child. Based 
on this meeting a primary ENRICH team 
member will be assigned to support your 
child’s unique needs and address the goals 
on your IFSP. You, the ENRICH team member, 
and your service coordinator will coordinate 
how to put your IFSP plan of action in motion. 

Most of your direct contact will be with your 
ENRICH primary team member. In addition, 
you and your child will benefit from the 
experience of the entire ENRICH team. The 
team meets weekly to talk with one another 
about how to best serve the children and 
families in the program. Your primary team 
member will share the team’s ideas with you. 
If needed, another team member might visit 
you and your child along with your primary 
team member.

The ENRICH team includes highly trained 
members from a variety of professions: 

• Early childhood special educators
• Occupational therapists
• Parents of children with special needs 
• Physical therapists
• Speech-language pathologists

In addition, nursing, nutrition, psychology, 
and social work services can be incorporated 
into your ENRICH service plan.

Your ENRICH primary team member will 
support you and other caregivers to help your 
child learn new things and participate fully 
and independently in your family’s everyday 
life. Your primary team member will support 
you to make the best of the rich, everyday 
learning opportunities in your child’s life. 
In addition, your primary team member can 
assist you with daily routines that you find 
difficult. By focusing on learning in everyday 
activities, your child gets to practice new 
skills throughout the day without you having 
to set aside time for additional activities in 
your already busy schedule. Parents tell us 
how much they like being able to help their 
children learn and develop within familiar, 
everyday routines and activities.

 

If your child attends a childcare program, 
ENRICH can also spend time with your 
childcare provider to promote consistency 
between what your child is doing at home 
and at childcare.
